Honour Guard Eligibility

At the Assembly meeting in February, there  were some questions asked regarding eligibility for Honour Guard attendance at funerals. The Worthy Master has provided the following for clarification purposes;

I. An Honour Guard is provided at Wake services for ALL Sir Knights IN GOOD STANDING  without  exception, if the request is made by the Family.

II. An Honour Guard may also be provided, upon request of the Family of the Sir Knight, for immediate family members of the Sir Knight.

III. This  service is also to be provided to a 3rd. Degree member only, NOT HIS FAMILY, if requested by the family.

IV. The Honour Guard consists of two Sir Knights replaced every 10-15 minutes by the Commander( or sooner, depending upon the number of Sir Knights present)

V. Should the deceased be a Bishop/Priest or Deacon, a four man Honour Guard  will be posted, two on each side approximately 5.0' from the casket to allow Family and mourners to circulate along the side of the casket. In all situations, the Commander must consider the least obstructive entry and exit  while changing the Honour Guard.

VI. Whenever there is more than one funeral at the same time and there are insufficient  numbers to cover each adequately, you must choose the Sir Knight  first, before a 3rd. Degree member.

VII. No Honour Guards are to be provided to anyone  who is not a Knight of Columbus nor a non Catholic.

No Honour Guard is to be provided for a service in a Funeral Home unless a Priest is providing the Service and this should be discussed with the Priest beforehand.
